	 Summary Minutes 

Meeting held on Wednesday 14 July 2021, 1-3.30pm, via Teams
Please note these are not full minutes. They are intended to provide an overview of discussions and decisions. Due to the confidential nature of some of the items discussed, it is not possible to publically share full minutes. 


The Newcastle Safeguarding Adults Board (NSAB) is the multi-agency partnership responsible for ensuring that adults at risk in Newcastle are safeguarded and protected.
	Exploitation Hub Review
Northumbria Police provided an update on the review of the Exploitation Hub. The two force-wide Hubs are now amalgamated into one and all Local Authorities and Clinical Commissioning Groups have committed to the Hub for at least another year. Whilst the Hubs were originally established to respond to sexual exploitation concerns, it now covers all forms of exploitation, including modern slavery and trafficking. Additional multi-agency governance arrangements are being introduced and new performance measures have been identified to further demonstrate the difference the Hub makes. 

	Safeguarding Adults Collection 2021-22
Newcastle’s contribution to the national data collection on safeguarding adults was discussed. In Newcastle, there had been a 42% increase in safeguarding adults concerns (10,774) and a 32% increase in Section 42 Enquiries (6,762). It was reported that this appeared to be a similar picture across the country, with the Local Government Association Safeguarding Insights Project reporting that Local Authorities from across the country had seen rises in the volume of safeguarding concerns over the course of 2020-2021. There were further, and steeper, increases in concerns about people aged under 65. A lower proportion of adults at risk had been asked their desired outcomes, as well as less people being supported via an advocate. The NSAB talked about the impact of the increased demand on the workforce involved in reporting and responding to the concerns. There were to be further discussions at the next Board meeting about the impact, the response from individual agencies and whether there was anything further the Board needed to do to ensure there continued to be robust safeguarding adults arrangements in place.

	Adult M Appreciative Inquiry
The NSAB received and signed-off an Appreciative Inquiry report into a case involving self-neglect. Whilst it did not meet the criteria for a Safeguarding Adults Review a multi-agency review of Adult M’s case was undertaken to identify what worked well and what we might do differently in the future. A seven-minute briefing has been produced to highlight the learning and recommendations. 

	LeDeR Annual Report
The CCG presented the findings from the national LeDeR Annual Report 2020 from Bristol University. LeDeR reviews are undertaken to try and understand why people with a learning disability die prematurely. Whilst there were some signs of positive progress, the report continued to highlight the health inequalities faced by people with a learning disability.  There appeared to be significant inequalities in the experiences of people from minority ethnic groups compared to white British people. The NSAB resolved to receive the local LeDeR Annual Report at a future meeting and ensure that relevant learning and findings were shared.
