	 Summary Minutes 

Meeting held on Wednesday 4 May 2022, 1-3.30pm, via Teams
Please note these are not full minutes. They are intended to provide an overview of discussions and decisions. Due to the confidential nature of some of the items discussed, it is not possible to publically share full minutes. 


The Newcastle Safeguarding Adults Board (NSAB) is the multi-agency partnership responsible for ensuring that adults at risk in Newcastle are safeguarded and protected.
	Adult L SAR Publication
It was confirmed that the Adult L SAR would be published on Friday 6 May 2022 on the NSAB website: https://www.newcastlesafeguarding.org.uk/safeguarding-adults/safeguarding-adults-reviews/   

	MASH update
An initial multi-agency meeting had been held to try to understand and resolve the increased volume of safeguarding adults referrals being made into the Adult MASH. It was reported that MASH activity continues to be sustained at a high level through March and April 2022 and a significant amount of the referrals received do not meet the criteria for a safeguarding adults concern. The Police advised that they are unable to move back to screening their own referrals. Consideration was given to how other MASH’s in the region were operating. It was agreed that further discussions were required so that identified risks to the multi-agency safeguarding system could be reduced. 

	Northumbria Police - “Right Care, Right Person”
The Police are consulting on approach to ensure missing from home and concern for welfare reports are dealt with as efficiently and effectively as possible. It was explained that these calls take up a significant amount of Police time and that existing procedures are not always being followed. It was highlighted that there was an agreed Missing Adults Protocol in place across the region and the same approach was being proposed for concerns for someone’s welfare. Board members raised some concerns regarding the policy, particularly with regard to roles, responsibility and accountability, and felt further discussion was needed.  These concerns were accepted and the Police confirmed their desire to work with partners on an agreed approach. 

	Cawston Park, Winterbourne View, Whorlton Hall

Board members received a presentation on the work in Newcastle to safeguard adults with a learning disability and/or autism who were receiving care and treatment in an inpatient hospital setting. This was following the recent publication of the Cawston Park Safeguarding Adults Review by Norfolk Safeguarding Adults Board. It was highlighted that despite a number of high profile reviews in this area, similar learning and recommendations were being highlighted. The CCG had been undertaking Safe and Wellbeing Reviews for all Newcastle patients. It was highlighted that there are no Newcastle residents receiving care in independent hospitals. In Newcastle, all organisational abuse enquiries and concerns related to people in a position of trust are dealt with by the Safeguarding Adults Unit. 

	Liberty Protection Safeguards (LPS)

The Board received an update on LPS and Board members were reminded about the ongoing consultation on the draft Mental Capacity Act Code of Practice. Consultation responses were being submitted by individual agencies and by the Regional LPS Steering Group. 

	Self-neglect

The regional ADASS Safeguarding Adults Leads have now finalised and published seven, 7-minute guides on self-neglect. This is the first part of a project to increase awareness of and confidence in managing concerns about self-neglect.

	Mental Capacity Act Position Statement

Board members were asked to complete a position statement in relation to MCA practice within their organisations, this will help the Board to understand what further steps could be taken to support practice improvement in this area.
