	 Summary Minutes 

Meeting held on Wednesday 15th January 2025, 1-3.30pm, via Teams
Please note these are not full minutes. They are intended to provide an overview of discussions and decisions. Due to the confidential nature of some of the items discussed, it is not possible to publically share full minutes. 


The Newcastle Safeguarding Adults Board (NSAB) is the multi-agency partnership responsible for ensuring that adults at risk in Newcastle are safeguarded and protected.
	Better Lives, Safer Communities and City Safe Hub       
The Board received information on a programme called Better Lives, Safer Communities which includes a range of schemes to reduce crime and create safer neighbourhoods. The City Safe project sees Northumbria Police officers, Newcastle City Council’s community safety team and NE1 street rangers patrolling from a base at City Library to tackle crime, reduce anti-social behaviour and provide increased access to support services. Initial data is demonstrating the team is having a positive impact. It was identified that there were opportunities to strengthen links with safeguarding adults professionals, ensuring referrals were being made when required. 

	Mid-year performance information
The Board considered quarters 1-3, 2024-25, performance information in relation to safeguarding referrals and concerns and the Making Safeguarding Personal (MSP) Scorecard. Between April – December 2024 14,335 safeguarding adult referrals had been made with 7,500 meeting the safeguarding adult concern criteria. This was a conversion rate of 52% which was a slight improvement on the previous year (from 51%). It was acknowledged that there remained a significant number of referrals being made which did not meet criteria. The MSP Scorecard showed that 79% of adults at risk/representative were asked their desired outcomes as part of a safeguarding adults enquiry, this was the same as the previous year. In 93% of enquiries where the adult at risk was lacking mental capacity the adult was supported. This represented a 19% improvement on the previous year.  

	Safeguarding Adult Review (SAR) Committee Report
The SAR Committee had received two SAR referrals (one for an out-of-area case). These would be considered at the next meeting of the SAR Committee.

	Learning & Development Committee Report
An update had been provided to the Committee from the e-learning provider, ME Learning. ME Learning had been recommissioned to provide the NSAB’s e-learning offer for a further year. Newcastle upon Tyne Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust had provided their training assurance and had demonstrated significant progress in uptake of safeguarding and Mental Capacity Act training.    

	Improving Practice Committee (IPC) Report

The IPC had undertaken the second multi-agency audit of the year around engagement. Overall, the findings from this were positive but there was some learning about lead professionals, involving the adult at risk and language used in referrals. The IPC is monitoring actions against the recommendations from the audits undertaken. The IPC had a case study presented which involved concerns linked to an informal carer. The Committee agreed they would start a review of the Risk Threshold Tool. 

	Strategic Exploitation Group Report

The Committee had changed their name from Strategic MSET to the Strategic Exploitation Group (SEG). Updates were provided around contributions to national work on home takeover/cuckooing and exploitation training.
